· Merchant fee is due with this application.  Merchant fee is non-refundable if cancelled after June 20, 2010.
· Merchants shall wear appropriate SCA garb at all times except at set-up and tear-down, and create a period appearance in your merchant space.

· Merchants can arrive as early as 10:00 AM on Wednesday, June 30.  All merchants must be off site by no later than 6:00 PM on Monday, July 5.

· Please provide your own manpower to set-up and tear-down your booth.  The event staff will not be available to help you with this.

· Please supervise your children and pets at all time.  Keep your pets on leash, and pick up after them.
· No smoking is allowed in the Marketplace or in any area that interferes with the comfort of others.

· Water is available on site.
· Electricity will not be available.
· Merchants may park their vehicles/RV with their booths as long as the fee for the entire square footage is paid, and the vehicle is covered (disguised).
NOTE:  Since food merchants provide modern food using modern methods, their booths should focus on health and safety and need not focus on period appearance.  Food merchants still need to wear SCA garb.  Food merchants are responsible for following all regulations required by the Health Department.  Expect to be inspected!

Additional Information on Food Vending: 

Since food merchants provide modern food using modern methods, their booths should focus on health and safety and need not focus on period appearance, although a period appearance would be welcome.  Food merchants still need to wear SCA garb.  

An Tir West War is a private, members only event.  No license for food vendors will be required, as long as the public is not admitted into the event.  The Autocrat Team is aware of this issue, and is taking steps to make sure that the general public is not allowed into the private event.

 

However, if you already have a food vendor license in Oregon, bring it with you.  It can't hurt.  

 

Please remember, the individual merchant is responsible for compliance with all federal, state, county or city regulations for doing business.  As per information provided by the Curry County inspector, Mike Meszaros, if An Tir-West War was a public event, food vendors would have to pay a $210 fee for a temporary restaurant permit (plus all other applicable licenses required by federal, state and local authorities) since each individual food merchant is *not* a non-profit entity.  The SCA cannot impart its non-profit status or it’s benefits to any individual vendor.

Although the State of Oregon does not require a temporary restaurant license for private events such as SCA events, the Health Inspector will likely come out to inspect the food merchants.  Be prepared to be inspected by following these requirements.

· Have fire extinguishers readily available and visible

·  For garbage use a watertight container with lid.

· Use gray water dump stations

· Have hand-washing stations. Set up hand-washing facility FIRST! This must be done before handling food and utensils. Use a sink with warm running water or provide a 5-gallon container of warm water with a dispensing valve that provides a constant flow of water when opened.

· Provide dispensed soap, paper towels and a wastebasket. Do not use cloth towels to dry hands.
